This update comes from the 

desk of our National Director, 

Susan Bernard…. 

...I happened to see the statistics for 

1998-1999 which was 11 years ago. 

At that time we were reaching rough-

ly 66% of our churches (compared to 

50.6% this past year).  The good 

news is, though, that during this time 

period we have grown from a group 

of 11,846 women who participate to 

the awesome number of 90,838 

women who participate!  This is a 

wonderful growth of 76.6%! 

Amazing! God is so good. Rejoice 

with me at the overall great things 

God is doing in our midst. 

It appears that is has been increas-

ingly difficult to promote the National 

Project. The giving to Pass the Salt 

was at an all time low of $265,870.73 

Let us pray and work together to see 

that God will use us to be able to 

support our international workers at 

a higher level. If each woman would 

only give $5 per year to the National 

Project we  would have raised 

$454,190! Think about that one! In 

1999 the women raised $378,748 for 

the project. That averages out to $32 

per person. If each of our women 

now gave $32 per person, our giving 

to the national Project would be 

$2,906,816!!! Can you even fathom 

that? If we gave just $10 each, our 

giving would be $908,390! 

It is a great joy to see that we are 

teaching our women to reach out into 

our communities with the love of  

Jesus.  This year Alliance Women 

were able to lead 1,161 women 

to Christ!  Praise God with me! This 

is record all time high and it shows 

that what we do is allowing God to 

change lives. 

Let me just way a heartfelt thanks for 

all you have done and encourage you 

not to give up, but keep on keeping 

on! As we say this year, “Let’s stay 

On the Move for Jesus.”  You are 

making a huge difference in the King-

dom. May God fill you with the 

knowledge of who He is and enable 

you to do the work of the Kingdom.

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Do you need a good 
Missions Project for 
your women to be           

involved in?  
  
Wendy Lovell, WGL District 
International Worker in Rus-
sia, recently sent me an idea 
for a project that women’s 
ministries in our churches 
could help the Lovells with.  
The information Wendy sent 
to me will explain this pro-
ject:   
  
 

In light of the fact that one of 
the C&MA’s goals is to train up 
women to do the work of the 
ministry, we have attempted to 
promote whenever possible the 
training of our local pastor’s 
wives and other potential fe-
male leaders in an effort to 
equip them to better serve the 
needs of women. Through the 
equipping of women, we are 
able in large part not only to 
fulfill the principle of II Timothy 

2:2 (women mentoring women) 
but also to lighten the load 
which many of the pastors and 
other leaders are carrying in 
our context. 
 

I am looking for sponsors who 
would be willing to help with the 
expenses for the training of our 
Central Asian women. The pro-
gram I am looking at enrolling 
them in can be done in about 5 
years, with approximately 3 
modular courses taken each 
year. We need a group of about 
5-8 women in order to begin 
training. The cost to sponsor 
one woman per year is approxi-
mately $300.00. I am praying & 
hoping for a start date of this 
fall, 2011. This is a faith step 
because we do not have 
enough women nor any of the 
finances right now!       
                                                       
The program which we are 
looking to use is called Entrust. 
Entrust is formerly known as 
BEE. It has a long & proven 
track record in eastern block 
countries, and as far as I under-

stand, it is the program of 
choice for the C&MA in our 
women’s leadership studies 
stateside. Their website is:
